Further on to Eidsvoll, guiding at the Eidsvoll building (the constitution of Norway in 1814 

was founded here).  The tour starts at 2 pm. 

 

 
 

¶ Eidsvoll, birthplace of Norwayôs constitution, welcomes you to experience and 
wander in the cultivated landscape which housed the ñViking high courtò - 

òeidsivatingò - 1000 years ago and the national assembly in 1814, and where Henrik 

Wergeland and Camilla Collett grew up. In addition to planned open areas, there are 

also good hiking and recreation possibilities for those who enjoy walking about in the 

woods and fields, summer or winter. Boaters have easy access to both the lake Mjøsa 

and the river Vorma. 
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The bus will take you to Hamar, where youôll spend one night at the Vikingskipet Motel &
